   Thank you for visiting my web site. Please red through all the directions for this free block before beginning. I have designed a wall quilt using the Ohio Star block shown here. See Six Pack Mini Quilt Series #124. Six 6” Ohio Star blocks are surrounded by dramatic red and blue contrast quarter triangle patchwork. The triangles extend out into the borders. 30”x 42”.  My patterns are full of color diagrams for you to follow with ease as seen here.* Symbol means to cut these squares on the diagonal twice to make quarter square triangles for the block.
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Cutting Instructions:

Make 4 units as follows: Sew one gold triangle to one background triangle. Sew one gold triangle to one blue triangle. Match seams to finish unit. Fig. 1.

Row 1- Background square- One unit (blue triangle pointing up) - Background square
Row 2- One unit (blue triangle pointing left) - Red square- One unit (blue triangle pointing right)
